If you have symptoms such as; coughing, a fever, etc. please wear a mask
and visit a medical facility. Please contact the facility before visiting.
During your visit, please tell the medical practitioner that you had recently
visited Wuhan, China.

Through cooperating with other institutions, the City of Nagoya will
continue to update you with information as quickly as possible.
